In 1992, Worcester Wreath 
found themselves with a  
surplus of wreaths nearing 
the end of the holiday sea-
son. Remembering his boy-
hood experience at  
Arlington, Worcester realized 
he had an opportunity to 
honor our country’s veter-
ans. With the aid of Maine 
Senator Olympia Snowe,  
arrangements were made for the wreaths to be placed at Arlington in one of the older sections  
of the cemetery that had been receiving fewer visitors with each passing year. 
 
As plans were underway, a number of other individuals and organizations stepped up to help. James 
Prout, owner of local trucking company Blue Bird Ranch, Inc., generously provided transportation all 

the way to Virginia. Volunteers from the local American Legion 
and VFW Posts gathered with members of the community to 
decorate each wreath with traditional red, hand-tied bows. 
Members of the Maine State Society of Washington, D.C. 
helped to organize the wreath-laying, which included a special 
ceremony at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. 
 
The annual tribute went on quietly for several years, until 
2005, when a photo of the stones at Arlington, adorned with 
wreaths and covered in snow, circulated around the internet. 
Suddenly, the project received national attention. Thousands 

of requests poured in from all over the country from people wanting to help with Arlington, to emulate 
the Arlington project at their National and State cemeteries. There are now over 1400 locations in the 
USA that participate in the ceremony. 
 
Saturday DECEMBER 15th wreaths will be laid on the graves of all veterans at St. John’s Catholic 
Cemetery here in Jackson. You can volunteer on-line at www.wreathsacrossamerica.org or check 
with me for the time.  I plan to volunteer again this year. Donations of course can be made on-line if 
you would like to help.
